INFORMATION OPERATIONS, JOINT AND SERVICE PERSPECTIVES, AN OVERVIEW

OF INTELLIGENCE COMMUNITY SUPPORT TO IO, LEGAL IMPLICATIONS, ROLES

AND INITIATIVES, AND IMPLICATIONS FOR THE INTELLIGENCE FIELD.
