SUBJECT:  Operational Foreign Liaison Officer Position Delegation of Disclosure Authority Letters (DDLs)

1.  As the proponent for the FLO Program, Headquarters, Department of the Army, Office of the Deputy Chief of Staff for Intelligence has policy and oversight responsibility for the Army’s FLO Program.  Operational Foreign Liaison Officers (FLOs) are one element of Army International Affairs and help to enhance and focus bilateral engagement programs with particular countries.  

2.  The governing regulation for the FLO Program, AR 380-1 (Foreign Disclosure, Technology Transfer, and Contacts with Foreign Representatives), dated 15 February 2001 describes new procedures to develop and maintain position DDLs for Operational LNOs.  The development of position DDLs for Operational FLOs will assist the process for replacement or extension of current and valid Operational FLO positions certified to U.S. Army commands.  Once an Embassy submits the request for replacement or extension all that need take place, if the position remains unchanged, is to have the MACOM/MSC approve the embassy request and the DDL will remain in place.  If there is a requirement to change a position DDL, a revised position DDL should be submitted immediately to HQDA/ODCSINT (DAMI-CDD) for final approval.    

3.  If there is a requirement for an Operational FLO to also be certified as a Standardization Representative (STANREP), the following separate paragraph will be utilized in both the position DDL and the certification form:

Standardization Representative (STANREP) Duties.  As an Operational Liaison Officer certified to (DUTY LOCATION), the (COUNTRY) Officer also has additional duties and responsibilities as a STANREP under the auspice of the ABCA Program.  When visit U.S. Army installations to attend ABCA conferences or meetings, the STANREP will not require an embassy initiated visit request, but will provide his/her contact officer a copy of the official invitation.  The Parent Government of the STANREP will provide clearance certification and access to information to the conference/meeting host.  A STANREP seeking information on a STANLIST item is authorized to contact the custodian of that particular information directly.  The contact information can be found on the ABCA web site.  Any issues with these procedures should be addressed to their Senior STANREP from their respective country.
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4.  All position DDLs (unclassified and classified) need to be provided to DAMI-CDD NLT 30 March 2002.  POC for this action is Sandra Carpenter, ODCSINT, FLO Program Manager.
